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William Blake’s complex poems and images make formidable demands. The first words that come to mind for most of his struggling
reader/viewers may be “religion” or “imagination."” But there is a strong critical tradition of approaching Blake’s work from the less
expected angle of science and philosophy. Writing In the tradition of such foundational critics as Jacob Bronowski and Donald Ault,
Joe Fletcher leaves no question that he is their worthy successor.
